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The Essex Place-names Project is a County-wide survey to record place- and field-names from historical documents such as Tithe maps and apportionments, estate
maps, sale and auction catalogues, conveyances, terriers, deeds, rolls, inquistions and surveys.

The second element of the Project is to investigate on-the-ground visible remains which correspond to the Place-names for actual or potential archaeological,
agricultural and industrial sites, and to record natural (topographical) and man-made features which may relate to the Place-name. This involves field-survey in
rural and outside investigation in built-up areas.

It is anticipated that the Project will lead to identification of archacological sites and lost historic buildings; it will enable analysis of indicafors of early settlement,
land holding, agricultural and industrial practices of the County. It will refine the more precise meaning of descriptive words and elements used by earlier settlers
as they gave names appropriate to the topography of the landscape of their time.

For convenience the surveys are based on the parish, recognising that present civil parish boundaries are not necessarily identical to former ecclesiastical
boundaries. Local Recorders are supplied with templates of Record Forms to ensure consistency of recording across the County, and forward completed forms to a
Central Coordinator for transfer to a county computer database.

The full record of the Project is available to researchers on the internet at www.essex.ac.uk/history/esah/essexplacenames and on the master database in the Essex
Record Office, Wharf Road, Chelmsford CM2 6YT. Volunteers willing to record a parish, and errors in the database should be notified to the Project Coordinator at
the same address,

Chingford Place-names.

Place-names of Chingford have been collected from early documents by A.J. Britton of the Chingford Historical Society and by P.H. Reaney. These have been
published in the Transactions of the Essex Historical Society, 3rd series, volume 2 part iii (1970) and in “The Place-names of Essex”, Cambridge University Press,
1935, from both of which this parish book is mainly sourced in order to make them more easily available to researchers. Names from Rosalind Ranford’s “Early
Charters of the Augustinian Canons of Waltham Abbey”, published by Boydell, 1989, C.R. Hart’s “The Early Charters of Essex”, published by Leicester
University, 1971, John Speed’s “Theatre of the Empire of Great Britaine”, 1627 edition, and John Chapman and Peter André’s map of 1777 are also included.

‘Where it has been possible to identify the location of the place-name, it is accorded an Ordnance Survey Grid reference number to the nearest 1000 or 100 metres.
A suggestion as to the possible Old or Middle English origin of the place-name is given against the entries.
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In Domesday Book, Cinghefort was held by the Canons of St. Paul’s since before 1066 as one manor for 6 hides; from this manor Peter de Valognes removed
one hide and 8 acres with wood for 50 pigs, and Geoffrey de Mandeville removed 10 acres of meadow. Cingefort was held by Ordgar, a thane of Robert Gernon
which a free man had held before 1066 as a manor for 5 hides; here there were a mill and four fisheries (Morris, 1983). Ekwall (1960) translates this as ‘shingly
ford’, the form chingle first documented in 1598. Reaney (1935) prefers an origin from cegingaford, ‘ford of the dwellers at the stumps’ pointing to the discovery
of wooden piles at the stream near Higham Hill around 1900 (though these were in neighbouring Walthamstow).

The Canons’ manor of Chingford St. Paul and Chingford Hail stood north of the manor of Ordgar. It had been granted to St. Paul’s by Edward the Confessor. In
1551 Edward VI gave it to Sir Thomas Darcy but two years later Queen Mary granted it to Susan Tonge alias Clarencieux, widow, first lady of the bedchamber,
including a messuage called Harriotts, and Stubwood. Sir Robert Leigh died 1607 possessed of Wooddeheron and Reddens or Rayles, 70 acres, and Dockemarshes,
18 acres. Chingford Comitis alias Earis alias Temple Hall, c.1188 was held by Fulbert de Dover, lord of Chilham in Kent. Edward IV granted it to Henry Bouchier,
earl of Essex (died 1483). A lease was held by the Knights Templar in the 13th century, perhaps the manor-house called Dovers. t. Henry VII it was in the hands of
Edmund Roos. It was conveyed to John Branche (died 1588) who held a messuage called Friday-hill (TQ391932) and Burnet Woods (Morant, 1768; Britton, 1970).
Chingford Comitis was divided for Giles de Plaiz, lord of Stansted Montfichet (died 1303). This was Gowers and Buckerels, due north of Friday-hill, formerly
called Pimps Hall. This 16th century farmhouse occupied where now are nursery gardens (TQ389938). Only the brick and timber barn and a dovecote remain
(Britton, 1970). In 1544 it was in the hands of Henry VIII styled ‘late parcel of George Monox’. The manor of Borohouse lay partly in Chingford, partly in
Tottenham and Edmonton and included Burwoods Farm.

The old church (TQ373934) dedicated to St Peter and Paul, restored in 1930, was in use from Norman times until the 19th century. When the old became
ruinous, a new one was built in 1844 on Chingford Green where also is the Victorian Bull & Crown public house (replacing the Bull Inn) which may have given its
name to Bull field (Tithe parcel no. 327) and Bull Lane (now Kings Road) (TQ388941). West of the new church is the 18th century Kings Head public house (with
a stable block) after which Kings Head Road is named. The eastern and southern borders of Chingford parish are the River Ching and the western the River Lea,
their confluence now at Banbury Reservoir, The western arm of the Lea was known as Back River, presumably the lesser course. The middle arm was the
Mardyke, ot ‘boundary ditch’ between Chingford and Edmonton. The topography has been considerably changed by the creation of the King George’s, Banbury
(created before 1932) and William Girling (1938) Reservoirs. Though the western projection of the parish north of the Banbury Reservoir, the Naze, is still
discernable, early forms suggest this derives from atfen eg, “at the low-lying land’, rather than ness, promontory.

The River Ching, a back-formation from Chingford, was formerly Bourne and the Boorne, in 1332 and 1562 (Reaney, 1935). The site of the ford over the
stream is uncertain though Morant (1768) assumes it to have been across the River Lea. There was an early crossing of the River Lea at Cooks Ferry from The Naze
to Edmonton, north of the present Banbury Reservoir. This remains a major crossing (now for the North Circular Road). Queen Elizabeth’s Hunting Lodge, the
great lodg upon Dannet Hill, 1588, and Greate Standyng on Dannetts Hill, 1589, was actually commissioned by Henry VIII and completed in 1543 to view the hunt
on Chingford Plain; it was renovated in 1589 by Elizabeth, and is now a listed building standing to upper two stories.

Evidence of the gate and former open ficld system persists in the place-name Suffield Hatch (TQ383928), immediately south of New Road, but in 1838
extending north (Shuffle Hatch, parcel no. 136). The north of the parish was forest pasture to which access was gained via Hawkes Mouth (Chyngeforde Hawe)
(TQ381947) towards Hawk Wood and Pole Hill (Pouls fee in Chyngford Hauke). These derive from Old English h(e)alh, Middle English kalke = corner (of the
parish). This was part of St. Paul’s estate. The site of another gate is preserved in Chingford Hatch (Gyngford Hache, 1487, and Chenkford Hache, 1525). Forest
clearances are Rayles als Reddens, Woodheron Reddens, Northreden, Southreden, Bushy Riddons, Shipcote Ryden etc. in the north of the parish. Marsh pasture is
designated by Dymaundesmersch and Dokkemers by the Lea. Innynge (n0.65) was enclosed from Common Marsh.
