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ESSEX PLACE-NAMES PROJECT.

The Essex Place-names Project is a County-wide survey to record place- and field-names from historical documents such as Tithe maps and apportionments, estate 

maps, sale and auction catalogues, conveyances, terriers, deeds, rolls, inquisitions and surveys.

The second element of the Project is to investigate on-the-ground visible remains which correspond to the Place-names for actual or potential archaeological, agricultural and industrial 

sites, and to record natural (topographical) and man-made features which may relate to the Place-name. This involves field-survey in rural and outside investigation in built-up areas.

It is anticipated that the Project will lead to identification of archaeological sites and lost historic buildings;  it will enable analysis of indicators of early settlement, land  holding, agricultural and industrial practices of the County.  It will refine the more precise meaning of descriptive words and elements used by earlier settlers as they gave names appropriate to the topography of the landscape of their time.

For convenience the surveys are based on the parish, recognising that present civil parish boundaries are not necessarily identical to former ecclesiastical boundaries.  Local Recorders 

are supplied with templates of Record Forms to ensure consistency of recording across the County, and forward completed forms to a Central Coordinator for  transfer to a county 

computer database which is available at the Essex Record Office to researchers. 

This publication presents part of the information recorded from the Tithe or Estate Award and Map, (and from other documents for this parish.) The full record is contained on the master 

database in the Essex Record Office, Wharf Road, Chelmsford CM2 6YT and the website www.essex.ac.uk/history/esah/essexplacenames. Parish books are available from the ERO on disc or in hard copy or may be downloaded from the website. Please notify errors to the Project Coordinator at the Essex Record Office. 

      THE TITHE  MAP AND APPORTIONMENT.
Since medieval times a tenth of the produce of land and stock had been paid by landholders to the church.  At the Dissolution of the  Monasteries, the property of many religious houses, 

including the right to collect tithes, passed into lay hands.  The Tithe Commutation Act which received Royal assent on 13th August 1836 abolished a rent payable in kind and 

substituted rent-charges apportioned on each plot or parcel. The tithe-rent  payable was assessed on the average value of  wheat, barley and oats and was to fluctuate with price movements.

The commutation could be by voluntary agreement between the local owners and payers or, if agreement failed, could be compulsorily imposed by commissioners.  A Valuer was to be 

appointed to apportion the rent of each parcel of land and tenants could deduct that rent-charge from their rent paid to the landlord.  The task fell to the Tithe Commissioners to produce a 

map and an Apportionment (Award).  A large-scale survey was produced for over 70% of England and Wales in the following 9 years, and about another 8% up to 1855. Most of the 

parishes in Essex were surveyed.  The map scales vary. The Award records ownership, tenancy and land-use, field by field and parcel by parcel (often quoting the field name) with the 

ground area and rent-charge.  

Land that was tithe-free tends to be less accurately mapped and contains few if any of the details recorded for those parcels subject to tithe.  Rights of way and  roads also tend to be 

neglected. Boundaries of the tithe areas are shown as are some natural features such as streams, ponds, gardens, greens and commons. Buildings are often shown coloured red if dwellings 

or grey if  not.  Because the Award may have been agreed only some time after the map was finished, discrepancies occur between the two.  Enclosure Awards, when extant, usually date to the 18th and early 19th centuries.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                 J.Kemble.
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Cressing Tithe Map (Essex Record Office D/CT109) measures 74” x 48”. Woods are stippled with symbolic representation of trees and coloured a light green and water a
(now faded) light blue. Buildings are individually shown in plan. The map was surveyed at 4 chains to the inch (20 inches to the mile) by Robert Baker of Writle (sic) whose
father had also been a surveyor after concluding his occupation as a schooltaster (Mason, 1990). It shows the two detached portions of the parish of Sheepcote Farm to the
northeast and Glazenwood {o the north separately, with a small inset to show their relationship to the main part of the parish. These detached portions have subsequently
been appropriated into adjacent parishes. The parish was subsequently enlarged by the addition of a strip in the northwest.

The Award dated 1842 lists 448 parcels. The Valuer was Robert Baker of Writtle. The gross rent charge payable to Tithe Owners, the vicar of Cressing Rev John Page Wood
and the Bishop of London, was £287-7-6d and £343-12-6d respectively based on the value of wheat at 7/0%d a bushel, barley 3/11%d a bushel and oats 2/9d a bushel. The
total number of acres was 2357, 2 roods, 13 perches, and the former Templars’ Lands amounting to 718 acres were tithe-exempt including Cressing Temple Farm, New
House Farm, Rooks and Hungry Hall Farms. 1934 acres were titheable. The discrepancy was accounted for by small areas of roads and church land. At the time of the
survey, 1764 acres were arable, 109 meadow and pasture and 61 acres woodland; there was no common land. The Bishop of London had leased the rectorial tithes to
Charles Josselyn of Plumstead and George Josselyn of Ipswich. Only 2 roods were accounted for as rectorial glebe, and 2 acres 2 roods as vicarial glebe.

Cressing parish lies on a low tongue of land which juts from the 70m contour line south east of Braintree towards Witham. It sits on the chalky boulder clay and is bounded
on the east by a small stream, Cressing Brook which joins the Blackwater-Pant and, on the west, partly by the River Brain and partly by the border with Hinckford Hundred.
The parish is an irregular long rectangle. To the south is the preceptory farm of the Knights Templar with its two huge 13th century barns, further to the north Cressing
village with its church, excavations of which have shown to be of Anglo-Saxon foundation (Hope, 1984), and to the west near the River Brain served by its leat, Bulford Mill
and Farm, now of 18th century date but probably present in the 11th.

Cressing is not mentioned in the Domesday Survey, being included in Witham. The largest holding of one manor for five hides was owned before the Conquest by Harold
Godwinson and afterwards by Peter the Sheriff for King William. Two other landholdings in Witham are recorded, one by Modwin, formerly by Harold for 1 hide, the other
by Hugh from Robert Gernon, formerly by the Saxon frecholder Burghard, for four hides (Morris, 1983). This last contains a mill and may refer to the mill now known as
Bulford Mill in the south on the River Brain for which the name Bolefen mille is documented from the 14th century survey. But by 1137 the name Cressyng’ appears,
(Gervers, 1982), Kirsing’ in 1185 (Reaney, 1935). The name is of the group implying Anglo-Saxon settlement, incorporating a topographical clement with the Anglo-Saxon
location ‘ing’ (such as also in Clavering and Docking), the place where watercress grows. Cressing may owe its name to the wet meadows in the west beside the river, by
Cressing Brook in the east and the several springs, cress being perhaps a distinctive product of the region. These meadows’ field names are preserved in later documents,
River Field, Cressing Meadow, Long Mead, Rush Hedge. A rush hedge is an unlikely growth, ‘Hedge’ here probably originating from Old English ‘heg’, implying mown
hay, appropriate for a riverside meadow.

The field names contained in the Tithe Map and Award of 1842 record evidence of wood and scrubland clearance, agricultural activity, industrial practices as well as
settlement and personal names of tenants and owners. Woodland is especially apparent in the northwest with names such as Kingwood (Kingeswode in 1185 (Lees, 1935))
now arable but still largely wooded in 1777 (map by Chapman & Andrd). Clarks Ley (no 8), Further Ley, The Ley (nos 23, 24) and Withers Chase (no 15) all give evidence
of woodland clearance. Some of this land belonged to the Knights Templar and after 1312 to the Hospitallers of St John, given by Queen Matilda (Ryan, 1993), but their
main holding was towards the east around Cressing Temple (Temple North field, no 156). The Tithe Award specifies the land formerly held by the Templars.

It has been possible to trace owners’ or tenants’ names from the Tithe field-names to earlier centuries through documentation which includes maps. deeds, sale particulars
and rolls. Evolution of the names provides research material for the linguist, historian, archaeologist and philologist. For example, the name of the present Polcats Lane may





[image: image4.jpg]be traced to a parcel Polkats of 2% acres in 1794, to Polcatts Roundell in 1670 and to land of Agnes, daughter of Roger Polcat in ¢1285. Rooks Farm (tithe-exempt) was
Rookes in 1794, Rookes in 1569 (Reaney, 1935) and probably Rokyland formerly of William Rook in ¢1413 and Robert le Rok in 1296.

A possible archacological association is in the name Shardlows Lands (tithe-free) near Cressing church with an enclosure cropmark (Hope, 1978). This was Shardlowes in
1689, Scherdelowe in c1413 and Shardelawe in 1328 (Reaney, 1935), early enough to allow an origin from Old English ‘sceard hlaw’, a mutilated tumulus or mound. Kiln
field (no 384) near Stubbles farm now has no above-ground evidence of its former use. Nor have Long Mill field (no 456) or Mill field (no 351) standing evidence of mills,
presumably wind-driven since neither are near water. Two possible field references to boundaries occur, Rancroft on the Witham-Hinckford Hundred boundary (OE ran,
rand) and Skulls (OE scyl) near the Rivenhall boundary. Reaney (1935) associates this with Scolhousfelde (14th cent), but this association is unconfirmed .

The huge fields such as Yngelberdeslond, Stokfeld and Felyham of 40 acres, Cherchefield of 90 acres and Achsfeld of 30 acres of the 14th century (Fisher, 1951)

had been subdivided by the middle of the 19th. Felyham (?indicative of a site of a wheelmaking industry) had become Vellums by 1818 and Villiums by 1875 (Ord Survey)
(Barnfield 7 acres, Tithe parcel no 287).

Alderbridge Mead, 421. p.0.0.11. Small portion of pasture, mostly in White Notley parish. Alderbridge Mead 1908 (ERO: B3484). The situation not far from the river
would allow ‘Alder’ tree but “Older” is also possible. The road now crosses the River Brain by a bridge further to the east.

Angles, Great and Little, 372,373. a.8.3.24 and a. 5.1.18. At Hawbush Green, at the right-angled junction of the roads to Cressing Temple and Cressing village,
formerly one larger field.

Ash field, 58. a. 2.1.22. East of Ashe’s Farm and in the same ownership. Ash field, 118,119 a. 29.4.30. Ashfield Wood, 120. w. 30.0.0. (partly in Rivenhall). Ashes field,
194.a. 4.3.16. is part of a block of fields east of Cressing Village in the same ownership as Rooks Farm, but close to Ashe’s Farm 1931 (ERO: B5068), Ashes farm
1875 (Ord Svy) which may have been subsiduary to Rooks. Ash Grove, 1801 (ERO:D/DU191/31(1)). In the 14th century, Achsfield was 30 acres (Leger Book).

Bannerley, Pound, 145. a. 0.1.28. One of scveral Bannerley names , mostly in White Notley adjacent, part of Cressing Temple Farm formerly belonging to the Knights
Templar. Bannerla (Pound, Strect and Middle) in 1794 (ERO: T/M529/1), Bennelleyes 35 acres and Banleyes lett to Chitterfield 31.2.25 in c1675 (ERO: D/DU191/31),
Benneley in c1656 (ERO: D/DAc96), Benyle in ¢ 1413 (ERO:D/DBwQ1), Banleye in ¢ 1258 (PRO: DL43/14/1). Perhaps associated with OE ‘bean’, of which the
Knights or their successors must have been especially partial. Pound indicates land next to an enclosure for stray beasts, and lies on the opposite side of the road to the
farm buildings.

Barnard, 269. 2.10.3.39. On the western boundary of the parish, south of Fowlers Farm, possibly alluding to the barn or barley, Old English, ‘beren’.

Bell’s Pasture, 352. p. 1.3.22. Part of Mill field with the windmill. ‘Bell’ is unidentified.

Bennets, Seven Acre, 166. a. 8.0.3. Bennetts, 162. a. 4.3.17. Though these two ficlds are now separated by Thorogoods ficlds, 161,163, they may originate from lands of
Richard Benett, son of William, ¢ 1258 (PRO: DL43/14/1). Bennetts 1802 (ERO: D/DU191/23). Bennetts, 1795 (ERO: D/DU191/20). Bunetts Bushes , 7.0.22. coppice
belonging to Cressing Temple ¢ 1675 (ERO:D/DU191/31), may be a corruption although Benet(t)s are not recorded as being in the Knights Templar’s possession.

Birds field, 193. a. 11.1.9. Part of Rooks Farm, of which Three Corner field, 196, was part. The name ‘Bird’ is unidentified.

Blacklands, Hither Six Acre, 222. a 6.2.17. Blacklands, First & Second 1931 (ERO: B5738). Blakende lands 1413 (ERO: D/DBwQI). Blackysmede meadowland 1413

(ERO: D/DBwQI1). Le Blacklond, 1349 (ERO: D/DPoT13/3). With its incursion into Woodland, 224, this is not peaty soil, so probably refers to previous occupation
such as a byre or midden by the road between Ashes and Staceys Farms, or to blackthorn.
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Blowers, 381. a. 14.1.14. Part of Stubbles Farm was Blowe(r)s field 10 acres in 1794 (ERO: D/DU191/18). The name may refer to the land of Adam le Blower in ¢ 1258
(PRO:DL43/14/1). This could be reference to Adam’s temprement (‘blew’=irrascible), that he attended the forge furnace or played a wind instrument. A contemporary
name ‘William Blawere’ (c1258) does not assist the elucidation.

Bog field, 309. a. 3.3.32. Bog Grove Pightle, 1676 (ERO: D/DU191/31(1)). Close to the River Brain. Adjacent Tough Wood, 310, suggests that Bog field has been
cleared. It and the wood are enclosed in a ring fence.

Bombay lands, 338. a. 7.0.5. Reference to remoteness. This field, with Dooley field and pasture, 339,340, are a distant isolated block belonging to Holders Farm at
Hawbush Green.

The Bottom, 203. a.2.3.24. At the lower end of Upper Field, 201 and the Grove, 202.

Bridges, 33. a. 6.0.9. On the Rivenhall parish boundary. There is no stream hereabouts. Probably a tenant’s name (cf. Besse Bridges coppice, 1676, ERO: D/DU191/31)
and Best Bridges Wood c1675 (ERO: D/DU191/18) and conveyance 1662 (LRO: DG5/607). Adjacent Woodland, 35, suggests clearance of Bridges.

Brook field, 1. a. 0.4.5. Part of a field in the extreme north of the parish, mainly in Rivenhall.

Broom Field , 306. a.7.3.12 and Broom Piece, 307. a. 0.3.28. Appear to be part of a block of woodland clearance.

Bulford Piece, 350, 365. 2.2.2.7. and p. 0.3.20. part of Bulford Farm, tithe-free, 7 acres, next to the River Brain. Bulford mill 1875 (Ord Svy). Bulvay mill in 1758
(ERO: D/DCmT116), Bullford mill in 1669 (ERO: D/DAc97), Bullford Mill c1657 (ERO: D/DAc95). Bulford Mille ffarm 70 acres, 1656 (ERO: D/DAc101),
Bolfordemill in 1608 (Reaney, p285), Bulvan Mill in 1541/2 (BL: AddRolls 41494), Bolemenys Croft in 1442 (ERO: D/DBwM100), Bolefanne and Boleannemelle in
1432 (ERO: D/DBwM99), Bolmannemelle in c1413 (ERO: D/DBwQ1) and Bolefen mille and Bolefen Wood in 14th century (Leger Book). The earliest name suggests
OE ‘bola’ = “tree-stump fen” which is appropriate for its present appearance. The road here crosses the River Brain to Black Notley by a small bridge, probably formerly
a ford. The present mill complete with leet dates to 18th century. The farm was too small to support itself by agriculture and depended on the mill.

Bullwood field, 121. 2.0.2.34. Part of a larger field in Witham parish. Probably Old English ‘bola’= tree-stump, rather than a wood for bulls.

Burrs meadow, 320. p. 3.2.23. Land between the Brain river and the Bulford mill leet, now wooded. Possibly refers to Burghard, the Saxon freeholder, or the site of a
former byre or cottage, OF ‘bur’ = dwelling, .

Bushey Piece, 278. a. 2.0.36. West of Dean’s Farm. Old French  boisserie’ = woody, shrubby.
Bustlers, 242. a. 10.1.36. Meaning obscure, but its position close to Woodland, 224, suggests that it incorporates ‘bois’ and ‘ley’, or Middle English ‘busc = bush.

Camp field, 420. a. 9.2.17. On the White Notley parish boundary. Camp field and Broom Hills 1908 (ERO: B3484). Indicates enclosure, possibly of archaeological
interest, or alluding to a medieval ball game called ‘camping’.

Caraway field, 28. a. 9.1.34. One of many crop names, Carum carvi.





[image: image7.jpg]Carpenters field, 186. a. 5.2.21. Name unidentified.
Cartlodge-field, 323. a. 7.2.7. Wright’s Farm, Tye Green at the junction of two roads.

Causeway field, 195. a. 6.3.14. South of Cressing village to Braintree road, near spring of Cressing Brook, once marshy. Norman French, ‘caucie’ = ramp over wet
ground.

Chase, 244. a. 0.2.8. A linear tract (lane) linking Tye Green with a cottage to the north. Chase, 385. a. 1.0.26. in Stubbles Farm looks like a linear headland and a lane
from the Gravelpit 146, 147 (quarry) to the farm.[Chase] field, 2 acres of Thomas Vanables, 1688 (ERO: D/DBsP1) part of Stable ficld, 432, in 1842.

Church field, 88. a. 3.0.20. and 97. a. 5.2.13. Respectively on the north and east of Cressing church. A cropmark in Field 97 suggests a Romano-British enclosure
(Hope, 1978). Since excavations at the church have revealed a Saxon precursor, these fields may be expected to have had Saxon habitation (Hope. 1984). Churchfield
springs arable 2.0.20 lett to Clerke, 1675 (ERO: D/DU191/31(2)). Cherchefeld 80 acres except ¥ acre next Les Fleyhaches, 14th century (Leger Book). Le Zerd, next
Cressing church on the east side, 14th century (Leger Book). Church field (in Sheepcote) 1688 (ERO: D/DU191/31(1)).

Clarkes Ley, 8. a. 6.0.2. One of several fields in the NW of the parish with ‘-ley’ names, suggesting woodland clearance to pasture.

[Cockhedges] lands documented in 1818 (ERO: D/DU191/23) and 1780 (ERO: D/DU191/17), is Cogeshed in c1705 (ERO: D/DU191/14) , Cocks Hedge in 1689 (ERO:

D/DU191/12) and perhaps Le Cokesacre 1 acre in Sharpecrofte, 14th century (Leger Book), perhaps referring to the
game-cock. The name seems to have been lost by 1842, but see Cogwheelers.

Cogwheelers, 404. a. 22.2.44. Cogwheelers, 1908 (ERO: B3484). A large tract in the centre of the parish on high ground, compatible with OE ’cocc’=hill, albeit a low
one. There is a field “Wheel Meadow’ in Lancashire which contains a prehistoric stone circle (Field, 1972) , but if this pertains here. because of the lack of large stones,
any circle is likely to have been a timber one. The high situation would perhaps be appropriate for a ritual site. See Cockhedges.

Combing Shots, 175, 176. a. 4.0.8. and a. 7.2.29. ?Derivation from OE‘cumb’=valley and OE sceat’ = land at end of a furlong. There is no obvious depression at this
point, though Cressing Brook runs to the north.. An origin from OE ‘cumbre’ = serf seems too remote.

Cozen Hall, 436. a.20.0.14. Land at Sheepcote farm.
Crammers, 370. a 7.2.29. Immediately adjacent and east of Jeffreys Farm. Field (1972) interprets a croft ‘Grammers’ in Hampshire as dower land , “Grandma'’s [field]’

Crawshots, 234. a.4.2.28. To the south of Staceys Farm a rectangular field perhaps formerly part of adjacent Dooley field 233. Cross shots 1931 (ERO: B5068). OF
‘crawe’ = a crow + ‘sceat’ = corner of land.

[Cresleys als Saches] . See New House Farm.

Cressing Lodge Farm, 12, tithe-exempt, 130 acres (opposite Fowlers Farm)in the northwest of the parish on the Cressing-Braintree road. Cressing Lodge, 1875 (Ord Svy).






[image: image8.jpg]Cressing Temple farm, 142, tithe-exempt, 161 acres. Cressing Temple farm 1875 (Ord Svy). Cressyng 1466 Record of manor court (Gervers, M). Cressyng’ 1375 Letter
from the Prior at Clerkenwell to John Bertelby his lieutenant at Cressing. Kersyng(ge) 1309 Extent of Manor (Gervers, M).Cressynge, Kersing 1293 Restitution by
Edward I of Stablerswode and Kyngeswode (PRO: C66/113). Templi de Cressinges, 1235 (Reaney, PH). Kressing, Kressyng, Kyrsing(e) 1271 Grant of Chantry
(Gervers,M). Kersing 1185 (Lees, BA). Cressynge 1152x54 confirmation by Stephen to Templars (Gervers, M), Cressyng 1137 Grant by Matilda of manor, church and
vill (Lees, BA). A name incorporating ‘ing’ = place with ‘cresse’ = watercress, of the group which includes Clavering and Docking (clover and dock plants).

[Cricket Lane (current)]. Crickeyd Lane, c1423 (ERO: D/DBwM99). Little “Cruc” = hill.

Crushley, 99, 100, 102. 2.14.2.19., p. 0.2.11., a.4.3.8. near New House, called Cresleys als Saches, 1669 (ERO: D/DAc98), are fields by Cressing Brook on the northern
boundary with Rivenhall parish. ?meadows of a [preaching] cross (OE ‘cruce’). Before the building of churches the early Christian missionaries preached at sites in the
countryside identified by the erection of stone or wooden crosses, some of which are still extant in Ireland and the Isle of Man. The nearby brook would allow both for
refreshment and for baptism.

[Cusland field], of Thomas Vanables, 6 acres, 1688 (ERO: D/DBsP1). . Cruddeslond of Gilbert atte Wode in 1437/8 (BL: AddCh41479), Cruddeslond in 1399/1400
(BL: AddCh 41478) and land belonging to Edward Crodde in ¢ 1258 ( PRO: DL43/14/1).

Dewberry field, 81. a.8.3.12. Reference to a type of blackberry, Rubus caesius.

Dean Farm, 261, tithe-exempt, 28acres, on the Tye Green-Braintree road at the western end of the parish. Deans Farm 1875 (Ord Svy).

Deans field 377, a. 6.2.30. is at Stubbles Farm in the centre of the parish, in the same ownership as Down Hilly field 386.

Dovehouse field, 143,335, 336. a. 16.0.20., a.11.0.36., a. 10.2.23. The large field 143 is adjacent to Cressing Barns. 335 and 336 are south of Hawbush Green. Dove
House field 1794 (ERO: T/M504/2). It is clear that the parish had two estates with dove cotes, one of the Knights property, one in the parish. Since the birds ate the
grain, their ownership was formerly restricted by the lord or chief. Excavations in 143 have shown an Iron age ditch and a cobbled Romano-British

surface (Robey, 1993).

Down Hilly field, 386. 2.6.2.39. Down Hilly field in 1801 (ERO: D/DU191/31(1)). Down meadow (Great), 1801 (ERO: D/DU191/31(1)). On the southern slope of the
central spur towards the river, a tautology, OE ‘dun’ = ‘hyll’.

Endway, 174, a. 8.2.29. This field abuts on the north the junction of three roads at Cressing village. Another road junction called Tye Green in 1875 (OrdS) was Endway
in 1777 (Chapman & Andre). ME ‘eendway’ = road junction.

Egypt Meadow, 103. a. 1.2.11. north of Cressing Brook. Egypt farm (1777, Chapman & Andre) formerly Godardy’s [1460] is in neighbouring Rivenhall parish. ?Ata
distance, remote.

[Fowlers Farm], 264, at west end of parish on Cressing to Braintree road. Fowlers farm 1875 (Ord Svy). Sadds, Lightfoots and Fowlers Farm, 1790
(ERO:D/DOT389).




[image: image9.jpg]Goldenlands, 249, 250. a. 6.0.0. and a. 5.1.4. Epithet for productive land.

Gravelpit field and pasture, 146,147, a.4.2.5. and p. 7.1.21. Gravel pit field 1794 (ERO T/M504/2), Gravel hill mead conveyance in 1662 (LRO: DG 5/607) and
Graveshull land in 1413 (ERO: D/DBwQI1). Probably a quarry but the earliest name raises a query as to a burial. Gutteridge, 301, 302. a. 3.1.37 and a. 3.2.8. and 1931
(ERO:B5738). A block of land including Phillips Home field, 298. a. 10.3.32. and Taylors field, 299, a. 3.1.26. south of Dean’s Farm. The
drainage from the pond in adjacent field Bombay lands, 338, suggests the reason for Gutteridge.

Hanging Bags, 208. a. 4.0.2. At Hawbush Green at the junction of four roads. Usually translates as OE ‘hangra’ = a wooded slope, but the field is flat, next to Holders
Farm. The position at a crossroads offers a possibility of a former gibbet. Smith (1987) draws attention to Middle English ‘baggere’ = a badger or hawker and Swedish
‘bagge’ = a ram or wether sheep.

[Hawbush House, 354]. 2.0.0.38. Hawbush Farm and Hawbush Green 1875 (Ord Svy). Hawbush Green 1799 (Ord Svy). Alias High House, 1689 (ERO:
D/DU191/12). At the southwest of the crossroads south of Cressing village is 14th century house, with a moat.

Hog Park, 360. p. 1.3.19. east of Bulford Farm by the river. Hog Park 1818 (ERO: D/DU191/23). Hog Grove Pightle in 1676 (ERO: D/DU191/31) and possibly
Hocshedde field 27 acres in 14th century (Leger Book) . OE ‘hoc’ = bend in the river which is here appropriate. OF ‘heg’ = hay which would be grown in this riverside
field. ‘Park’ implies enclosure.

[Holders Farm] , 207. Homestead 1.3.28. Holders Farm 1875 (Ord Svy), at Hawbush Green. Holders tenement, 1433 (ERO: D/DBwM100), Thomas Holder’s villein
tenement, 1430 (ERO:D/DBwM99).

Hopes, Small, 344. a.1.0.20. ?Sarcastic reference to a poor yield. In 1413, Les Hopes belonged to John Sorel (ERO: D/DBwQI). Perhaps related to “Hoppit’, a small
enclosure.

Hungry Hall Farm, tithe-exempt, 63 acres, at the eastern end of the parish. Hungry Hall 1875 (Ord Svy). Hungary Hall 1828 (ERO: D/DWeP12). Hungry Hall in 1808
(ERO: D/DFgP8), Hungrey Hall in 1777 (Chapman & Andre), Hungry Hall farm, 1725 (ERO:D/DU191/31(1)), Hongrey Hall Close in 1675 (ERO: D/DU191/31), a
date compatible with the present timber-framed farmhouse. The name suggests that the land required manuring, but this would only be necessary if it had not been
adequately rotated with arable and animal folding. Development from OE ‘hongra’ is topographically inappropriate. See New Farm.

[Jeffreys farm], 367, north of Bulford mill and farm is of 14th century date. Jeffreys farm 1875 (Ord Svy). Jefferies tenement. 1653 (ERO: D/Dul9l/1).

Ketley field, 55. a. 2.2.27. ?0E ‘cyta’ + ‘leah’ = kite pasture, a segment taken out of Langham Lands and Horne Fields, 54.

Kiln field, 384. a. 4.1.0. next to and cast of Stubbles Farm, the site of hop drying or production of bricks for the farmhouse and outbuildings.

King Wood, 3,4,5,6. a.9.2.14,a 10322 12.0.32. anda. 10.1.4. A large area of land in the extreme north-west of the parish against the boundary with Rivenhall,
still partly wooded in 1777 (Chapman & Andre). Was Kingwood Plaines 31 acres and King wood and Leynes 7acres in 1675 (ERO: D/DU191/31), Kyngeswode in

1293 (Cal Pat Rolls) and Kingeswode occupied by Wulmer in 1185 (Lees, BA). Apparently some clearance had taken place by the 17th century. Given to the Templars
out of the Crown’s possessions.





[image: image10.jpg]Langham Lands and Horne fields, 54. a. 15.0.12. Probably originally a single ficld associated with Lanham Farm in Rivenhall extending from the Rivenhall boundary
castwards to Cressing village. Lanhams Rows in 1676 (ERO: D/DU191/31), Lanhams Wood 9 acres in 1675 ERO: D/DU191/31(2), Laneham in 1317, Leenham in
1306 (Reaney,PH). Perhaps OE ‘lang -hamme’ = long-enclosure, linked with Edmund de Le(e)nham and Leynham (14th century, Reaney). Horne fields denotes the L-
shape which resulted from separating Ketley field, 55. A document of c1725 (ERO: D/DU191/31(1) gives the date of wood clearance as there was “50 years ago a great
fall of timber on that side of Lanhams Chase and same felled”.

Lavers field, 212. a. 3.1.0. A rectangular field abutting the Cressing to Braintree road opposite Ashe’s Farm, probably once part of a larger including The Leys, 214,
a.6.1.1. Cabbage field, 215, a. 0.3.32. and The Pasture, 216, p.2.3.0. Leversland croft, 1845 (ERO: D/DU191/27). Laversland alias Saversland croft 1794 (ERO:
D/DU191/18). Probably the forebears of the tenant who appears in the Tithe as Occupier; he owned two cottages at Ashes farm, and Frenches field 254, at Tye Green.

[Laysells Green], 1777 (Chapman & Andre). West end of Cressing-Braintree road.

Ley, 23, 24. a.3.1.12.,a 2.1.0. Areas of woodland clearance for pasture in the north west of the parish. OE ‘laege’ = unploughed land and ‘leah’ = wood clearing,.
[Maidlowes] ficld, 1830 (ERO: D/DOpP6).

Marlins, 39. a. 5.1.13. West of Ashe’s Farm, a source of clay and lime for fertilising the field.

Moonscroft, 27. a. 6.0.17. and 1931 (ERO: B5738). Ficld (1972) suggests that Moon field in Herts was the site of moonlight activities such as poaching, but this was
rather too near the main road for such activity to be undetected. Probably a tenant’s name, but not determined.

Morlands, 347. p.3.0.36. Morlands, 2 acres, 1847 (ERO: B2684). Moreland, 1705 (ERO: D/DU191/13). Moores pasture , 16.0.15. ¢1675 (ERO: D/DU191/31(2)).
Upper Moores 25 acres, Lower Moores 9 acres of pasture, 1656 (D/DAc96).

Moulstram, 441, 442. 2.10.2.29., a. 14.1.0. At the east end of Sheepcote Farm (detached) against the Rivenhall boundary. It is difficult not to associate this with the Moul
of Moulsham or with ‘mule’. There is no stream that would allow Old Norse ‘straumr’ , but the conclusion that there was one once becomes more compelling in the

absence of a satisfactory alternative, unless it is a corruption of Musheroomes field and House Field & Wood, 1688 (ERO: D/DBsP1) and Mussherommes ¢ 1427 (BL:
AddCh 41478).

Moulshams, 433. a. 7.1.22. Adjacent to Moulstram, 441, 442 in Sheepcote farm (detached), this is Melshams in 1794 (ERO: D/DU191/18), Mulsham in 1428 (BL:
AddCh 41478), Molesham, land of Walter son of Richard Molesham in 1258 (PRO: DL43/14/1) and Muleshams of Juliana of Mulesham in

1185 (Lees, BA).The map of 1688 shows it as House Field & Wood (ERO: D/DBsP1). With the destruction of the Chelmsford Court Rolls before 1381 the link with the
Chelmsford Moulsham may not be capable of establishment.

Nelly Pasture, 105. p. 0.3.38. Part of a field north of Cressing Brook mainly in Rivenhall may be of archaeological interest. OE ‘cnell’ = mound.

New England, 2 . a. 11.3 30. In the extreme northwest of the parish, a long way from the homestead. Its situation next to King Wood, 3-6, suggests it was once wooded
too, but was named after the American colonisation.
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New Farm, tithe exempt, 39 acres of James Lockhard. New Farm alias Church Field Farm in 1662 (LRO: DG5/607) and still New ffarme, 129 acres, in 1656 (ERO:
D/DAc101), now Hungry Hall (qv) of which Church Field (in Witham) is part.

New House Farm, tithe exempt, 150 acres of Charles & George Josselyn. New House 1875 (Ord Svy). New House farme and lands in 1727 (ERO: T/M504/1), Cresleys
als Sachs, 1669, belonging to Sir Henry Blount (ERO: D/DAc98). Goodman Sache’s farm, 232 acres, of Mr Neville, 1656 (ERO: D/DAc101).

Oak Shots, 148. a.10.3.14. partly in White Notley, part of Cressing temple farm. QOak Shott field, 1794 (ERO: T/M504/2). The large size and evenness of this field makes
OF ‘sceat’ = irregular land at end of the furlong, and ‘sceot’ i i
Oxshott 23 acres of arable 1656 (ERO: D/DACcY6) from ‘sceort’ = ploughed by the ox in short strips. [@ak wood and Round wood] 5.0.0. c1675 (ERO: D/DU191/3 1(2)
and D/DU191/31). [Oakes pasture] 20acres of Thomas Vanables, 1688 (ERO: D/DBsP1), in Sheepcote farm.

Parlour End, 275. a. 5.2.28. Part of the irregular field pattern in the west near the end of an Occupation Road, 273. Middle English ‘parlur’ = small piece of land. The
acreage is not particularly small in comparison with adjacent fields, suggesting that it may have been enlarged from an initial smaller clearance of nearby Bushey Piece,
278 and Snade, 271,272, In Cressing, Parlour End is not by a farm as Gelling (1993) suggests for Rivenhall.

Pockets, 184, 199. a. 1.2.32, 2. 4.3.20. To the cast and beside the Cressing to Hawbush Green road, 184 is a small ficld now occupied by ‘Pickpocket Cottages® 199 is

almost immediately on the opposite side of the road, somewhat bigger. These fields together with Pods Hall field, 182, adjacent, suggest a common origin from a word
Po.., 7 a tenant or owner for which Polcat is a contender.

Pods Hall, 182. a.1.2.10. A strip of field immediately north of extant Pick Pocket Cottages. Mills (1993) draws attention to an alternative name for a toad or frog is
pode, but the ground is not particularly marshy; also possible, the fruit of a pea which was grown here, or a tenant’s name.

Radley Ley,413. 2. 9.2.12. Next to Woodland 414 near the river. Radley Ley 1908 (ERO: B3484). Radleg in 1235 (Reaney PH). OE ?'rad’= for riding + ‘leah’=meadow.

Rainbow field, 76, 180, 191. a. 5. 1.10.,2.3.2.10, a. 2.1.16. 76, rectangular, is at the extreme north of the parish, perhaps signifying distance. 180 south of Rook Farm is
long. 191, next to Cressing village, is curvilinear.

Rancroft, 276, 277. a. 73.16.,a2.4.3.35. An irregular belt of fields against the western Braintree boundary along which the Witham-Hinckford Hundred boundary also
runs. OE ‘rand’ = boundary.

Ravenstock, 423, 424. 3, 11.0.2., a. 11.2.30. Originally one field at the west end of Sheepcote Farm (detached) was Ravenscroft 22 acres in 1688(ERO: D/DBsP1),

Rooks Farm. tithe-exempt, 39acres. on the south of Cressing village. Rook Farm 1875 (Ord Svy). Rookes 2 acre parcel in 1794 (ERO: D/DU191/18). Rookes 1569
(Reancy, PH). Rokyland formerly of William Rook, ¢ 1413 (ERO: D/DBwQ1). Robert le Rok, 1296 (ERO: D/DPoT12).

Rough Wood field, 122. a. 4.2.30. next to Ash Field Wood, 120, w.30.0.0. and Bullwood field, 121, a. 0.2.34. on the Witham boundary. Perhaps compare Tough
Wood 310, q.v. 70E ‘roth’ = a clearing.

[Round woods] 1676 (ERO: D/DU191/31) See Oak Wood.
Rush Hedge, 359. a.3.2.18. als Risehedge on the bank of the River Brain near Bulford Farm. OE ‘hege’ = enclosure.
[Saches]. See New House Farm.

Shardlows lands, tithe-exempt, 14 acres. Shardloes farm 1875 (Ord Svy). Shardelows messuage 1845 (ERO: D/DU191/27), Shadows in 1802 (ERO: D/DU191/21),
Shadoees in 1795 (ERO: D/DU191/20), Shadloes in 1780 (ERO:D/DU191/17), Shardlowes in c1705 (ERO: D/DU191/14), Shardlo(w)es Farm in 1689 (ERO:
D/DU191/12), Shardloe Hall, 1653 (ERO:D/DU191/1), Scherdelowe, 1413 (ERO: D/DBwQI1), Schardeloweslond in 1384 (Reaney, PH), John de Schardelawe, 1328
(Reaney, PH). The farm was on the east side of Cressing village. OE ‘sceard’ = mutilated + ‘hlaw’ = a mound, tumulus, grave. A crop-mark in Churchfield, 97, to
the east of the church suggests a Romano- British enclosure, possibly a temple as at Gosbecks, Colchester, the oppidum of Cunobelin (Hope, 1978).

Sheepcote Farm, 430. 262 acres in 1842 (detached , since 1888 in Rivenhall) and Sheepcote Wood, 149. w.7.2.11. (west of Cressing Temple). Sheepcote Wood 1875
(Ord Svy). Sheepcote farm 1875 (Ord Svy). Sheep-cote 1777 (Chapman & Andre). Sheepecote Farm,262 acres of Thomas Vanables in 1688 (ERO: D/DBsP1),
Shipcott in 1705 (ERO: D/DU191/13), Sheepcott fields 24 acres in 1675 (ERO: D/DU191/31(2), Shippcotts in ¢1670 (ERO: D/DU191/31), Shipcoate in 1654
(Reaney, PH), Lytle Cressyng Shepecotes, c1427 (BL: ADDCh 1478), Shepene, 1386/7. OE ‘cot’ = enclosure.

Skulls, 79. 2.10.0.0. was Skulls, Great 24 acres and Little cottage and land, in 1794 (ERO: D/DU191/18), and may be associated with Skills Farm (current) and 1875
(Ord Svy) three fields to the west, Scholhousfeld in 1413 (ERO: D/DBwQ1), Scholhousfeld in 14th century (BL:AddCh 41475) and Scolhus lands of
William of Kersing in 1258 (PRO: DL 43/14/1). Reaney (1935) claims this is the earliest reference to a schoolhouse; the income from the field may have
been used for the school, but from OE ‘scyl’ = boundary seems more likely.

OE ‘thurh’ =
through, between, an interposition + ‘codd’ = a dip or hollow. Richard Bennet’s land in ¢ 1258 (PRO: DL 43/14/1) may have included the entire area between the
two roads.
