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The Essex Place-names Project is a County-wide survey to record place- and field-names from historical documents such as Tithe maps and apportionments, estate
maps, sale and auction catalogues, conveyances, terriers, deeds, rolls, inquistions and surveys.

The second element of the Project is to investigate on-the-ground visible remains which correspond to the Place-names for actual or potential archaeological,
agricultural and industrial sites, and to record natural (topographical) and man-made features which may relate to the Place-name. This involves field-survey in
rural and outside investigation in built-up areas.

It is anticipated that the Project will lead to identification of archaeological sites and lost historic buildings; it will enable analysis of indicators of early settlement,
land holding, agricultural and industrial practices of the County. It will refine the more precise meaning of descriptive words and elements used by earlier settlers
as they gave names appropriate to the topography of the landscape of their time.

For convenience the surveys are based on the parish, recognising that present civil parish boundaries are not necessarily identical to former ecclesiastical
boundaries. Local Recorders are supplied with templates of Record Forms to ensure consistency of recording across the County, and forward completed forms to a
Central Coordinator for transfer to a county computer database which is available at the Essex Record Office, Wharf Road, Chelmsford CM2 6YT and
www.essexce.gov.uk/ero. This publication contains part of an extract from that database.

Dagenham place-names have been collected by J.G. O’Leary in conjunction with C.R Hart under the title “Dagenham Place-names” published in 1958. The Essex
Place-names Project is grateful to Tony Clifford, Principal Librarian to the London Borough of Barking and Dagenham, for permission to use this source to add to
the Essex Place-names database. Reaney (1935) also records a fairly extensive list of place-names which are included into the database. These secondary sources
are shown under the column “Record Office” identified by ‘Dag P-N’ and ‘Re’, followed by the page number. The “Reference No” column shows the primary
source, abbreviated (the secondary source should be consulted if necessary for explanation of the abbreviations other than those given below). Where the siting of
the land parcel can be identified, it has been ascribed a National Grid Ordnance Survey reference.

deccanhaam is documented in 692-3 and Deeccanhaam c.687 in the charter of (Edilred, a member of the royal household perhaps sub-king, to Abbess Athelburga
for Barking Abbey. This gift is seen to confirm the original endowment by King Suidfrid of 40 hides at Barking to which a further 35 hides were added to include
Dagenham, Wyfields in Great Ilford, Rainham and Angenlabeshaam (unidentified) (Reaney, 1935; Hart,1971; Yorke, 1997). Dakeham and Dakenham appear in
1194 and 1254 respectively (Ekwall, 1960), translated as ‘Deecca’s settlement”.

There were four manors: 1.Dagenham was held from the Abbess of Barking t.Edward 11T by Edmond de Northtoft. 2. Cockermouth the house of which stood 1 mile
southwest of the church. John de Cockermouth had licence in 1330 to give to the Abbess one messuage, 140 acres of arable, 54 acres of meadow and pasture and 8
acres of wood. After the Dissolution, in 1565 it was granted by the Crown to Sir Antony Brown of South Weald, Chief Justice of the Pleas (died 1567). In 1589 it
was held by William Nutbrowne. 3. Parslowes whose house was 1% miles northwest of the church. In 1568 Martin Bowes passed it to Rowland Haywood, alderman
of London, and Thomas Wilbraham. 4. Valence, the house of which was 1 mile north of Parslowes. The manor takes its name from the Valence family earls of
Penbroke. Henry Merttins, elder brother of George, Lord Mayor of London, purchased the estate and died in 1725; he is buried in the church (Morant, 1768).

The Great Breach in the sea wall occured in 1707 due to an exceptional wind and tide which exploded a sluice draining land-water. Within a few days the breach
was 100 yards wide and 20 feet deep, water covering 1000 acres. After unsuccessfil private efforts to repair, an Act of Parliament of 1714 imposed a tax of 3d per
ton on vessels entering the Port of London, 3/- per voyage on coasters, one penny per chalder on colliers for the purpose of funding a closure and removal of the
mid-channel sandbank. Captain John Perry was instructed and funded with £25,000 for the purpose. This was completed within five years at an eventual cost of
£40,472-18-8 3/4d. Morant (1768) records that Perry found extensive quantities of tree-wood buried to a depth of ten feet, hazel, willow, oak and an oak stump the
crown of which had been hacked off, and stag-horns. These may be part of the prehistoric forest currently being exposed along the Thames shore (Kemble, 2001).

The name of the Hundred Becontree, in Domesday Book Beuentreu and ¢.1150 Begetreowa, is derived from
through the Hundred, typical of a Saxon land-holding. The moot was on Becontree Heath in D:
Liberty was taken out of it in 1465 (Christy, 1926; Reaney, 1935).

Bardes (BR 1456), (Min.Acct. 1540); Braddes (abut’s Min. Acct. 1540); Bayardes (LRMB 1609); Bardges
(BR 1616); Barges (VIM 1666 & T.Bs to 1781), (ERO D/DGe Plan 1816)

all refer to the same large estate in Barking parish. With the aid of the Barking Vicar’s Tithe Map 1666 it
can be mapped with reasonable accuracy on the Barking Tithe Map 1847 as [Upper Barges]
n0s.511,512,513: [Barges] 500,515: [Barges Grove] 516,517,518, although these names do not occur in the
1847 Award'. Totalling 98 acres in 1616, the lands were contiguous and ran down the east bank of
Goodmayes Brook (Heavy Waters [see below], known further down as the Mayesbrook), with Barges Grove
(part at least still wooded to mid-18™ C.) extending to Bennetts Castle lane (the boundary with Dagenham
parish). In the 18" & 19 centuries the lands seem to have been farmed variously from Bennetts Castle Farm
to the South or Goodmayes Lodge Farm to the NW.

Adambards, Adambarge (LRMB 1609), Adam(s) Beard(s) (1663 BR [ERO Sage Coll. n0.276]), (1679 BS
[ERO D/DHs M31]), (1726 BR), (1844 TA). Held 1673, 1679, 1726 by the Comyns family,

all refer to a 7 or 9 acre copyholding in Dagenham which O’Leary identified via the DagenhamTithe Award
as pt. OS 671, north of Church Elm Lane. [Dagenham TA no.1101, Adams Beard, 5** acres, owned —
Briggs, occ. Henry Hunsden, with Lake Farm; East pt.0S671; more exactly just north of Rockwell Lane ( a
continuation of Workhouse Lane) — in modern terms this is Rockwell Road and Hunters Hall School now
stands on Adams Beard.

Here a 14™ Century origin in the personal name of Adam Berd(e) seems highly plausible.

It may be that both holdings do ultimately derive their names from the 14" — 15® century family name of
Berd(e)/ Bard, since the larger holding is not far from the Dagenham boundary whilst some of the lands of
Valance-Gallance were just over the border in Barking adjacent to Bardes/Bayards/Barges, e.g. Gallons
(or,Gallants) Grove ( Barking TA nos.519-21). But note Braddes ‘late of Thomas Bardwell’ (Min.A.1540).

Bartelottes by Shirlokesmede; Bartletes; Cartlotts.

The first property is certainly in Barking. The second is a name applied to three properties; two are close
together in Barking and the other in Dagenham. The third seems to be given as an alternative name for the
Dagenham property.

Bartelottes by Shirlokesmede (BR 1456); this was not in Dagenham, it is one of several parcels of meadow
held by William Sawkyns ‘by Honywatermede’. In 1540 (Min.Acct.) they are held by John (H)Umfrey who
was lessee of the manor of Wangey at the Dissolution of the Abbey and here the names are rendered
Sherlokesmeade and Hiwattermede and it is plain from another of Humfrey’s meadows held of the Cellaress
[Item 101] that Honywater- and Hiwatter- are forms of Heavywater (Goodmayes Brook). These would
probably be the meadows to the north of Green Lane (in 1847 Sam Pedley owner of Wangey still held
Barking TA 958, a narrow slipe of meadow there on the west bank of the stream). The brook flows wholly
through Barking parish, and moreover the Will of John Shirlok 1462 (Guildhall MS 9171/5 f0.345) leaves
no doubt that he lived in the Chadwell ward of Barking parish {even though he had some land in
Dagenham).

! In this area of Barking particularly the field names in the Tithe Award very rarely preserve the old names because the ancient
copyhold titles were earlier merged with the demesne (see, The [private] Act for the Sale of Certain Lands ... of the late Sir
Orlando Humfreys, May 1748 : 21 Geo. I, ¢.12) and became leaseholds.




[image: image18.jpg]Bertlottes, Bartlottes ... at Cukoks (BR 1456), Bartlottes at Cokehockes (Min.Acct. 1540), Bartletts alias
Cuckockes (LRMB 1609), Bartlettes (Min.Acct. 1540), Bartletts (LRMB 1609). Two virgate properties are
here named, adjacent or near to each other, under common ownership in 1456 and 1540, and both in Barking
parish.

1) In 1540 [item 350] the virgate, Bartlottes at Cokehockes, is said to lie ‘apud Godmanstrete’ i.e. in
Goodmayes Lane. It follows two virgates [item 349] late of Wm. Kennet, and ‘Kennites’can be identified
otherwise as land adjacent to Spratly Hall (OS 67)°. So this virgate is probably the 16 acres further south of
Barking TA nos.493 - 498 which the Tithe Surveys often show as a separate smallholding attached to a
cottage(s) in 498 untii recently known as Pooles. it fay in a right-angie bend of Goodmayes Brook (culverted
in recent years) which might perhaps explain the second element in Cokehockes. The 5s. quit-rent in 1540 is
half the standard virgate rent in Barking manor which is explained by the corresponding entry in the 1456
rental [pt.1,fo.viii.b] where it is said to be ‘at mool’ i.e. in molland tenure. Curiously this holding is still
cultivated as Redbridge Councit allotments and Poole’s Cottages have been replaced by a block of flats
called Pooles Court.

2) The other virgate calied Bartlettes {item 351] is described as lying there in 1540; but its position is
more fully described in the 1609 survey [LRMB 1609,item 518] when it belonged, with Longbridge Farm,
to johanna Fanshawe. Here, together with a half cotland calted Alboroughs Cotlande, it formed 27 acres
abutting south on Longbridge Road, west on another field of Longbridge on the corner of Goodmayes Lane
and Liongbridge Road, and north on the lands of Andrew Wiltmore (o1, Wilmer) who now owned an estate
which included the other Bartletts and the Bayardes/Barges previously described. This would identify the
second Bartlettes virgate as part of Barking TA nos.490, 491 {then-called Hog F ields?).

. otherwise Bartlottes of Barlonds (LRMB 1609, item 327) are
described as lying on north of the highway from Dagenham to Romford with another two called Shorttrippes
on the south side. In the Ministers Acct.1540 [item 584] this property is described in virtually identical terms
but Cartlottes is substituted for for Bartlottes, Since BR 1456 [pt.2,fo.xvii.b] has 2 virgates called Bartlotes
with 2 called Shortecripses we are left with the distinct possibility that Cartlottes is a scribal error.

Bartlettes; Cartlottes. 2 virgates ... Bartlettes,

John O’Leary offers no identification of the Dagenham property beyond a cross-reference (Dagenham Place
Names, p.3) to “Crippes’ which leads us to p.24, ‘Land south of the Dagenham-Romford road’. One might
have expected this clue could have been followed further since it is plain that the four virgates referred to
above must be on each side of a siretch of the road between Dagenham village and Romford which ran east-
west for some distance. The only such stretch is that part of the Dagenham Road between the Four Wants
crossroads (OS 6” Wants Farm) and Eastbrookend. Moreover in both 1540 and 1609 the property was held
by the Purlevaunt family which offers another clue. A quick trawl through Essex Wills finds the Will of
Jehn Purland alias Purlimaunt, 1575/6 (Emmison, Essex Wills, Vol.3 No.463) that includes  to my son John
alias Purlimaunt my copyhold lands in Eastbrooke End at 24 if he lives so long’ and ‘my tenement in
Eastbrook End. called Hedgemondes’. Other clues can be found to.suggest Purlevaunts is another variation
of Purlands. The problem remains of course to link with the Dagenham Tithe Award to secure an actual
identification on the ground, Dagenham parish lacks the early Tithe Surveys available in Barking Parish but
there is a good stock of manorial and estate archives in both parishes which could assist.

SOME FURTHER NOTES
It would be tedious to give further examples in equat detail of O’Leary’s haphazard throwing together of
properties with similar names in both parishes; there are many more in your list. There are however some
where the conncction with Dagenham is particularly tenuous,
Moenchonfrith, le; Mynchyn Frith.

Haresdon, 73 acres in. This was nowhere near Dagenham. In 1321 it was one of the great fields of
Westbury demesne. With the aid of the Barking Vicar’s Tithe Map, where it is referred to as Nether, Middle
and Furiher Hosdens, it can be identified as Barking TA nos.869-874 where no.874 retained the name in the
form of Hays Down.
In Dag P.Ns p.47 O’Leary confuses it with Great and Little ITares in Dagenham which he identifies in the
Dagenham TA. And, in this connection, O’Leary does not seem to have noticed that, according to the 1563
urvey of the Manor of Cockermouth (ERO, D/DBg 3/5), the original Great Heare was part of the demesne
of that manor which had been incorporated into Spurrell’s Farm (V.C.H. Essex V, 273} depicted on Map 33
(facing Dag P.Ns p.73) of 1790. But in 1563 the original Little Heare lay to the west in the manor of
Easthall. So the field described as (G) Little Hares on the 1790 Map was part of the original Great Heare
whereas the original Little Heare must have been on ‘Mr Birds Land’ in 1790 which is not surprising since
he was the current lessee of East Hall.

Hevedland Water; Hevywater mede. Hevywater (feild). Aiso Heavy Waters Coppice

As indicated already above, Heavywater was the former title of the Goodmayes Brook, or Mayes Brook,
which flows beneaih the Green Lane just west of the junction with Mayfield Road and southward through
Goodmayes Park/Recreation Ground. It then passes under the more recently derived Mayesbrook Road to
form the boundary between the Park Extension and Council allotments. An open watercourse within
memory, it is now culverted, but still supplies the water for a couple of park lakes. There can be no doubt

about its earlier name in this section of its course: it is clearly marked where i+ cracces the (Graen T ana an the
about its earlier name in this section of its course: it is clearly marked where it crosses the Green Lane on the

VTM 1666 (Sheet 14) and the Barking TA gives the name to two fields (TA n0s.936 & 949) which lie to the
north of the road on each side of the brook. But confusion has arisen since the 1* Edition of the OS 6”Map
which tragsferred the name Heavy Waters to a house further east in Green Lane against the Dagenham
boundary

Barking TA 949, Heavy Waters, is called Hevywater feild in 1609 (LRMB 1609, item 460), formerly called
Leapers. The equivalent field VIM 1666 1n0.816 contained a house. It was tenanted with another parcel
called Little Lepers in Bennetts Castle Lane — B'g. TA 528.

Hevywater mede (BCR 1440-41) is owned by John Longe who was owner of Wangey, it is equivalent to
Min.Acct. 1540 [Item 101] and so probably to Barking TA n0.958, mentioned above (see Bartelottes by
Shirlokesmede). .

Heavy Waters Coppice 1771 Map of Vallance etc (CC Map 11225) is Barking TA no.522, Fantany Grove
[which lay on the south of Green Lane and east of Upper Barges]. This latter is, without doubt, a corruption
of Tantony Grove. And this as O’Leary correctly explains (Dag P.Ns p.91) derives from St Anthony’s
School, former owners of the Manor of Valence. But O’Leary is actually referring on p.91 to the other
Tantony Grove which Valence owned in Chadweil Heath, parish of Dagenham (see Dag P.Ns, Map 28)
without being aware of the one in Barking parish.

Hevedland. I have not myseil seen the iiem to which O’Leary refers here (pp.49, 50) so I do not know how
it relates to Heavywater except for some connection with Valence. But I don’t think that his etymology
sounds very plausible for a stream name.

Mooland (virgate); mooll of Bese ten’t; Mollond; Molland. Molland is an early form of
copyhold tenure, not a place-name. O’Leary was aware of this (Dag P.Ns p.69), although the transcriber of
the 1456 Rental (James Oxley?) does not seem to have been. The Bese tenement was almost certainly in
Dagenham but most of the whole virgates held by molland tenure appear to be in old Barking parish. The
probable position of Bartletts alias Cuckocks has been dealt with above and there is a strong possibility that
two more were a substantial element in the ‘manor’ of Stonehall in north Ilford (BR 1456,pt.1,fo.vii),
(Min.Acct.nos.243,244) since in 1456 they were held by Hugh Wyche and in 1540 by Sir John Raynforth
[Rainsford] (V.C.H. Essex V, 210).

* This was probably a result of new cottages at Heavywaters being renamed ‘Queen Street’ in honour of Queen Victoria.
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
