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ESSEX PLACE-NAMES PROJECT.

The Essex Place-names Project is a County-wide survey to record place- and field-names from historical documents such as Tithe maps and apportionments, estate 

maps, sale and auction catalogues, conveyances, terriers, deeds, rolls, inquisitions and surveys.

The second element of the Project is to investigate on-the-ground visible remains which correspond to the Place-names for actual or potential archaeological, agricultural and industrial 

sites, and to record natural (topographical) and man-made features which may relate to the Place-name. This involves field-survey in rural and outside investigation in built-up areas.

It is anticipated that the Project will lead to identification of archaeological sites and lost historic buildings;  it will enable analysis of indicators of early settlement, land  holding, agricultural and industrial practices of the County.  It will refine the more precise meaning of descriptive words and elements used by earlier settlers as they gave names appropriate to the topography of the landscape of their time.

For convenience the surveys are based on the parish, recognising that present civil parish boundaries are not necessarily identical to former ecclesiastical boundaries.  Local Recorders 

are supplied with templates of Record Forms to ensure consistency of recording across the County, and forward completed forms to a Central Coordinator for  transfer to a county 

computer database which is available at the Essex Record Office to researchers. 

This publication presents part of the information recorded from the Tithe or Estate Award and Map, (and from other documents for this parish.) The full record is contained on the master 

database in the Essex Record Office, Wharf Road, Chelmsford CM2 6YT and the website www.essex.ac.uk/history/esah/essexplacenames. Parish books are available from the ERO on disc or in hard copy or may be downloaded from the website. Please notify errors to the Project Coordinator at the Essex Record Office. 

      THE TITHE  MAP AND APPORTIONMENT.
Since medieval times a tenth of the produce of land and stock had been paid by landholders to the church.  At the Dissolution of the  Monasteries, the property of many religious houses, 

including the right to collect tithes, passed into lay hands.  The Tithe Commutation Act which received Royal assent on 13th August 1836 abolished a rent payable in kind and 

substituted rent-charges apportioned on each plot or parcel. The tithe-rent  payable was assessed on the average value of  wheat, barley and oats and was to fluctuate with price movements.

The commutation could be by voluntary agreement between the local owners and payers or, if agreement failed, could be compulsorily imposed by commissioners.  A Valuer was to be 

appointed to apportion the rent of each parcel of land and tenants could deduct that rent-charge from their rent paid to the landlord.  The task fell to the Tithe Commissioners to produce a 

map and an Apportionment (Award).  A large-scale survey was produced for over 70% of England and Wales in the following 9 years, and about another 8% up to 1855. Most of the 

parishes in Essex were surveyed.  The map scales vary. The Award records ownership, tenancy and land-use, field by field and parcel by parcel (often quoting the field name) with the 

ground area and rent-charge.  

Land that was tithe-free tends to be less accurately mapped and contains few if any of the details recorded for those parcels subject to tithe.  Rights of way and  roads also tend to be 

neglected. Boundaries of the tithe areas are shown as are some natural features such as streams, ponds, gardens, greens and commons. Buildings are often shown coloured red if dwellings 

or grey if  not.  Because the Award may have been agreed only some time after the map was finished, discrepancies occur between the two.  Enclosure Awards, when extant, usually date to the 18th and early 19th centuries.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                 J.Kemble.
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Heydon Enclosure Award (Cambridge Record Office P90/26/1) is dated 1831. The Tithe Award (Essex Record Office D/CT 180), dated 1838, shows that the valuer J Martin
Nockolds of Stanstead Mountfichet declared a rent-charge of £430-8-8 including glebe plus £2-8-2 for vicarial tithe payable to Rev John Horseman. The whole parish was
1225 acres, 3 rods, 31 perches, of which 1174 acres were titheable. 1064 acres were arable, 74 acres pasture and 16 acres wood. The Tithe Commissioners were Wm Blamire
and R Jones, Assistant Roger Kynaston. The Tithe Map “Plan” is dated 1839. It shows a north point but has no scale. The surveyor is not recorded. It shows a series of strips
(parcel nos 12-20) along the western boundary, and Grange Farm (parcel 2) at the northwest of the parish. The Ist edition OS map. c1875, shows a detached portion of
0.546 acres as a strip in Chrishall parish to the cast, but this parcel does not appear in the tithe map.

Heydon is a triangular parish which contained 1425 acres when it was reassigned from Essex to Cambridgeshire in 1895. The greater part lics on chalk of the Cam basin in
the north, a smaller area of the Chiltern scarp and its clay top round the village to the south. The Icknield Way, now a green lane, one of the prehistoric droveways across the
chalk lowlands, crosses the northern part of the parish. The highest point of the parish is Down Field west of the village, at over 400 feet (125m). A watercourse forms most
of the eastern boundary with Chrishall. The boundary with Great Chishall on the north-west is Bran Ditch, the smallest and westernmost of the four Cambridgeshire Dykes,
carly Saxon constructions across the Icknield belt which were probably defences against raids from the west (Taylor. 1997). “Bran” probably means “steep” though the bank
and ditch are now diminished. Heydon Valley is a steep-sided dry valley north of the village running north-east. Before 1895 its south side was a tongue of land of about 200
acres belonging to Chrishall parish surrounded by the County Balk. Remnants of strip boundaries on an early 19th century map and of strip lynchets extant on the ground
show that most of the northern part of the parish was open fields in the Middle Ages. The main activity has always been agriculture.

In Domesday. Heydon was Haindena or Hamdena, hay valley or enclosed valley, possibly referring to the valley northeast of the village (Reaney, 1935). A small amount of
woodland is mentioned though little now remains. In 1086 Hamdena is described as an outlier of Littlebury manor held by St Ethelreda’s, Ely which Alwin held for %2 hide
and 15 acres. and another manor Haidena held by Robert son of Roscelinus which Alwin held for 5 hides and 15 acres, about 165 acres (Morris, 1983). There was a resident
population of about 145. A vicar is mentioned in 1164, but the original church at the highest point in the village was probably much carlier. From the 11th to 19th centuries,
Heydon remained a single manor, Heydonbury, with the manor house probably at the moated site north of the church. In 1597 the Soame family acquired the lordship which
they retained until the 19th century. In the early 1600s Sir Peter Soame built a grand new house on the present site of Heydon House which became a landmark from the coach
road on the Icknield Way. Enclosure of the open ficlds was started in the mid 18th century, and by the time of the Enclosure Award in 1831 Sir Peter Soame held over 1000
acres and only adjustments and exchanges were necessary. In 1844 he sold the estate to Lord Braybrooke of Audley End who extended the early 19th century manor house,
rebuilt the school and Rectory, acquired “Picots” as a curate’s house, and was active in other charitable works in the village. The estate was sold in 1945. In 1940 Holy
Trinity Church was destoyed by a bomb but was restored and reopened in 1956, with “Picots” becoming the rectory (Roberts, 1957).

         is no key. Much of the land is assigned to B.B.H.Soames (sic) Esq., who appears as the occupier of Branditch Field on the Chishill Enclosure Map of 1818 (ERO T/64). So the traced map 

         is probably earlier than the Heydon Enclosure Award, of 1831. Pp.50-63 detail the field names not found in the Award. Acreages are estimated from the OS map.
