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ESSEX PLACE-NAMES PROJECT.

The Essex Place-names Project is a County-wide survey to record place- and field-names from historical documents such as Tithe maps and apportionments, estate maps, sale and auction catalogues, conveyances, terriers, deeds, rolls, inquisitions and surveys. The second element of the Project is to investigate on-the-ground visible remains which correspond to the Place-names for actual or potential archaeological, agricultural and industrial sites, and to record natural (topographical) and man-made features which may relate to the Place-name. This involves field-survey in rural and outside investigation in built-up areas.

It is anticipated that the Project will lead to identification of archaeological sites and lost historic buildings;  it will enable analysis of indicators of early settlement, land  holding, agricultural and industrial practices of the County.  It will refine the more precise meaning of descriptive words and elements used by earlier settlers as they gave names appropriate to the topography of the landscape of their time.

For convenience the surveys are based on the parish, recognising that present civil parish boundaries are not necessarily identical to former ecclesiastical boundaries.  Local Recorders are supplied with templates of Record Forms to ensure consistency of recording across the County, and forward completed forms to a Central Coordinator for  transfer to a county computer database which is available at the Essex Record Office to researchers. 

This publication presents part of the information recorded from the Tithe or Estate Award and Map, (and from other documents for this parish.) The full record is contained on the master database in the Essex Record Office, Wharf Road, Chelmsford CM2 6YT and the website www.essex.ac.uk/history/esah/essexplacenames. Parish books are available from the Publications Manger, ERO, on disc or in hard copy or may be downloaded from the website.       THE TITHE  MAP AND APPORTIONMENT.
Since medieval times a tenth of the produce of land and stock had been paid by landholders to the church.  At the Dissolution of the  Monasteries, the property of many religious houses, including the right to collect tithes, passed into lay hands.  The Tithe Commutation Act which received Royal assent on 13th August 1836 abolished a rent payable in kind and substituted rent-charges apportioned on each plot or parcel. The tithe-rent  payable was assessed on the average value of  wheat, barley and oats and was to fluctuate with price movements.

The commutation could be by voluntary agreement between the local owners and payers or, if agreement failed, could be compulsorily imposed by commissioners.  A Valuer was to be appointed to apportion the rent of each parcel of land and tenants could deduct that rent-charge from their rent paid to the landlord.  The task fell to the Tithe Commissioners to produce a map and an Apportionment (Award).  A large-scale survey was produced for over 70% of England and Wales in the following 9 years, and about another 8% up to 1855. Most of the parishes in Essex were surveyed.  The map scales vary. The Award records ownership, tenancy and land-use, field by field and parcel by parcel (often quoting the field name) with the ground area and rent-charge.  

Land that was tithe-free tends to be less accurately mapped and contains few if any of the details recorded for those parcels subject to tithe.  Rights of way and  roads also tend to be neglected. Boundaries of the tithe areas are shown as are some natural features such as streams, ponds, gardens, greens and commons. Buildings are often shown coloured red if dwellings or grey if  not.  Because the Award may have been agreed only some time after the map was finished, discrepancies occur between the two.  Enclosure Awards, when extant, usually date to the 18th and early 19th centuries.

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Holland-on-Sea, formerly Little Holland, is a coastal parish within Tendring District Council administrative area. and is located in the north eastern part of the county of
Esscx. Its population is currently over six thousand, and it is a popular residential and retirement community.

A scttlement called ‘Hoilanda’ was recorded in the Domesday Survey of 1086, and this developed into a village with one manor and a church. Growth continued until about
the 14th century, and then stagnated (Andrews & Brooks, 1989). By the 17th century, and with a population of only nine or ten houscholds, the church was abandoned and the
benefice united with adjacent Great Clacton parish.

Holland River entered towards the sea at a large estuary known as the Gunfleet at the north castern part of the parish. This natural haven (the name survives to the present)
was

however silting up. and it was decided to construct a sea wall across the estuary with a sluice to drain the river. This work w}ich was carried out during the 17th century
cnabled much land eventually to be reclaimed, although still today it is susceptible to flooding. The reclaimed land enabled the road from Colchester via St Osyth and Great
Clacton, and which had been terminated at Little Holland Hall, then to be continued to Great Holland via a bridge. Before this road link was constructed in the latter part of
the 18th century, the village was at the end of a promontory, and the effect of isolation of the community was a contributory factor to a lack of sustained growth during the
medicval period.

From this time, Little Holland had remained a small farming community with a population never exceeding ninety persons, until 1900, when a majority of the land was auctionec
for building cstate development. Initial building growth was slow, but the present layout of the village was largely established between the two World Wars, when there was

a rapid increase in building and population, as well as growth as a minor seaside resort. The village was renamed Holland-on-Sca at this time to reflect its growing stature. In
1934 it was transferred from Tendring Rural District Council to the former Clacton Urban District Council and the provision of scrvices and facilities further developed.

The Second World War resulted in more military activity in the area than did the First. Much of the population of the village was evacuated in 1940, and troops occupiced the
empty propertics. The provision of defences along the cliff top, searchlights and pill boxes for the duration combined with continuing cliff falls (Walker, 1955) prompted
construction of concrete groynes along the beach for protection . Towards the latter stages of the war, as the population returned, cfforts were made to provide further facilities
for the residents. This resulted in the first public hall for the community, which was converted from a private chalet house, being officially opened in 1945. Following the war.
growth gradually recommenced with further house and road building. A sea wall and promenade were constructed in stages and completed in 1960. By the 1970s building had
extended to the natural boundarics of Holland-on-Sea, and to accommodate further residential needs, many home owners sold parts of their gardens for further building.

In 1979 Holland-on-Sea became a scparate parish again after a period of some 330 years being linked to the Great Clacton parish of St Johns; the ecclesiastical area was
expanded to the north west of the village to include part of St John’s area. The establishment of church buildings in the village from 1900 was: 1903: St Bartholomews,
Church of England (The corrugaied iron building was replaced in 1929 and again by the present building in 1972); 1925: The Weslyan Baptist Church. 1936: The Beulah
Baptist Church. 1970: All Souls Roman Catholic Church.
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During the mid years of the 19th century. the area of Little Holland was approximately 646 acres with a further 270 acres of water. To the south east was the German Ocean

(North Sca). and the boundary to the north was Holland River and Picker’s Ditch which fed into the river. Great Clacton bounded on the south west. Lord of the Manor was

Robert Hills of Colne Park, Colne Engaine in Essex, and he was the principal landowner.

All the land was devoted to agriculture with a mixture of arable, sheep and dairy farming. Glebe land amounted to just over one acre. There was no woodland, but eleven ponds.
The farming activities operated from four homesteads within the village, Ransomes Farm (currently The Oakwood Inn, Frinton Road), Bushells Farm (later known as
Bennett’s. York Road, demolished in 1933), Hall Farm (currently The Little Holland Nursing Home, Frinton Road) and Brick House farm, 34 acres, which was recorded (but
unnamed) in a “Particular of the Freehold Estate in Great and Little Clacton and Little Holland” to be sold in 1807; its lands were later incorporated into Bushells Farm.

but fluciuated. Ransomes Farm was the smallest in acreage with 65 acres (National Census, 1851), and its lands were not owned by

The population number was about 70.
rles Cant, and his name was adopted for the name of the farm, but by the end of

Robert Hills. the Lord of the Manor. It was during the 18th century that one occupier was Chay
that century it had changed to Kents farm. probably a corruption of Cant. Bushells Farm comprised 241 acres (National Census 1851). and had some prime arable land. The

name appears to be associated with ‘Captain’ James Bushell, once of Little Holland during the late 17th century; he was an carly diver to wrecks off the coast and was
associated with smuggling. This farm house was the only building in the village not located on the old medieval road from Colchester to Little Holland Hall. Bennetts Farm,
as it was later to be known, was the last farm to carry on farming activities and survived until its demolition in 1933.

The Hall Farm. the former manor house and with scant remains of the old church adjacent, consisted of 309 acres (National Census 1851) . Part of this was reclaimed estuary
of the old Gunflcet towards the north east of the homestead. Some 19th century occupiers were the Cole, Laws and Giles families. Jehemiah Laws hosted the meeting to
discuss the tithe commutation for Little Holland at the Hall in 1838. As building growth commenced, so the Hall reverted to residential use early in the 20th century. From
1936 it was the home of Arthur Christiansen, the noted editor of the “Daily Express” newspaper. Conversion to a nursing home began in 1986.

The surveyor of the Little Holland Tithe Map dated 1839 (Essex Record D/CT 183) was Gilbert and Tayspall of Colchester, at a scalc of 13.3” to the mile and measurcs

217 x 38”. The adjacent parishes of Great Clacton and Great Holland had different surveyors, W. Ruffell and A. Rush respectively. Two years later The National Census

(1841) recorded that there were 14 occupicd and 3 uninhabited houses, 40 males and 35 females in Little Holland. Some of these people would have remembered the military
activity around the turn of the century when a signal station, a battery, an encampment of between two and three thousand infantry, and later a martello tower, were all part

of the precautions deemed necessary along this coast of Little Holland for the war with France.
