ESSEX PLACE-NAMES PROJECT.

The Essex Place-names Project is a County-wide survey to record place- and field-names from historical documents such as Tithe maps and apportionments, estate maps, sale and 

auction catalogues, conveyances, terriers, deeds, rolls, inquisitions and surveys.

The second element of the Project is to investigate on-the-ground visible remains which correspond to the Place-names for actual or potential archaeological, agricultural and industrial 

sites, and to record natural (topographical) and man-made features which may relate to the Place-name. This involves field-survey in rural and outside investigation in built-up areas.

It is anticipated that the Project will lead to identification of archaeological sites and lost historic buildings;  it will enable analysis of indicators of early settlement, land  holding, agricultural and industrial practices of the County.  It will refine the more precise meaning of descriptive words and elements used by earlier settlers as they gave names appropriate to the topography of the landscape of their time.

For convenience the surveys are based on the parish, recognizing that present civil parish boundaries are not necessarily identical to former ecclesiastical boundaries.  Local Recorders 

are supplied with templates of Record Forms to ensure consistency of recording across the County, and forward completed forms to a Central Coordinator for  transfer to a county 

computer database which is available at the Essex Record Office to researchers. 

This publication presents part of the information recorded from the Tithe or Estate Award and Map, (and from other documents for this parish.) The full record is contained on the master database in the Essex Record Office, Wharf Road, Chelmsford CM2 6YT and the website www.essex.ac.uk/history/esah/essexplacenames. Parish books are available from the ERO on disc or in hard copy or may be downloaded from the website. Please notify errors to the Project Coordinator at the Essex Record Office. 

      THE TITHE  MAP AND APPORTIONMENT.
Since medieval times a tenth of the produce of land and stock had been paid by landholders to the church.  At the Dissolution of the  Monasteries, the property of many religious houses, 

including the right to collect tithes, passed into lay hands.  The Tithe Commutation Act which received Royal assent on 13th August 1836 abolished a rent payable in kind and 

substituted rent-charges apportioned on each plot or parcel. The tithe-rent  payable was assessed on the average value of  wheat, barley and oats and was to fluctuate with price movements.

The commutation could be by voluntary agreement between the local owners and payers or, if agreement failed, could be compulsorily imposed by commissioners.  A Valuer was to be 

appointed to apportion the rent of each parcel of land and tenants could deduct that rent-charge from their rent paid to the landlord.  The task fell to the Tithe Commissioners to produce a map and an Apportionment (Award).  A large-scale survey was produced for over 70% of England and Wales in the following 9 years, and about another 8% up to 1855. Most of the 

parishes in Essex were surveyed.  The map scales vary. The Award records ownership, tenancy and land-use, field by field and parcel by parcel (often quoting the field name) with the 

ground area and rent-charge.  

Land that was tithe-free tends to be less accurately mapped and contains few if any of the details recorded for those parcels subject to tithe.  Rights of way and  roads also tend to be 

neglected. Boundaries of the tithe areas are shown as are some natural features such as streams, ponds, gardens, greens and commons. Buildings are often shown coloured red if dwellings or grey if  not.  Because the Award may have been agreed only some time after the map was finished, discrepancies occur between the two.  Enclosure Awards, when extant, usually date to the 18th and early 19th centuries.                                                                                                                                                                                                  J.Kemble.
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Little Coggeshall Tithe Award (Essex Record Office D/P36/27/2a, (D/CT 88a)), dated 1851, shows a rent-charge payable to Captain Ducane for The Grange
and Curd Hall of £150, to James Bullock for Pointwell Mill and Abbey Farm & Mill of £36, to Rev. Sir John Page Wood, Rt Hon. Henry Tuffnell and James
Western esq. for Scrips Farm and Coggeshall Farm of £68, to Charles Joseph Skingley of £72, to the Vicar £28. The alleged total amount of £1851 was amended
to £355-17-2. The whole parish measured 1002 acres 3 roods 28 perches of which 821a 1r 38p were arable, 163a Or 33p meadow and pasture, the rest waste, |
water and roads. Tye Mill  a close of grassland) and the brewhouse yard and 2 acres of Thomas Clark Swinborne was not subject to tithes, once being part of
Coggeshall Abbey. The ancient mill called West Mill (Tithe parcel 30), Mill Holme of 4 acres 1 rood 20 perches was covered by a modus of an annual payment of
£1 to the Vicar. Other certain lands were covered from render of tithes other than of corn, grain and hay.The Tithe Commissioners were William Blamire and
H.C.Mules, the Assistant Francis Offley Martin, the Valuers James Beadel of Broomfield and Robert Franklin of Thaxted.

The Tithe map (ERO: D/P36/27/2b, (D/CT 88b)), dated 1853, was countersigned by J.G. Martin, Assistant Tithe Commissioner. 1

Coggasheele was given by Godwine, earl of Kent, and Wulfgyth (probably his mother) with the consent of King Edward to Christ Church, Canterbury in
1042x1066. Kockeshale (Bocches’ hale, Keckeshale) was gifted in the Will of Ketel, son of Wulfgyth, 1052x1066 to his brother Godric (Whitelock, 1930; Hart,
1971). In Domesday Book, Coghessala was held by Holy Trinity, Canterbury which it had held before 1066 for 3 virgates including one mill. This is identified as
Little Coggeshall. Coghesala was held by Count Eustace in lordship which Cola, a free man, had held before 1066 as a manor for 3% hides and 33 acres (Morris,
1983). Parva Coggeshale is documented in 1201 (Reaney, 1930). Watts (2000) derives the name from 0ld English coce, a hillock or a cockbird, or a personal
name Cocea + healh, a nook or corner. The topography does not favour the first alternative unless a local significant mound has since been destroyed.

The manor house (Tithe parcel 94) stands by the River Blackwater on the left side of the Coggeshall to Kelvedon road. f. Stephen, Sir Thomas de Coggeshall
held Hoo-hall in Rivenhall and Codham-hall in Wethersfield etc. Ralph de Coggeshall (died 1304/5) held Little Coggeshall manor partly of John Filiol and partly
of the Abbots of Coggeshall and Westminster and of William atte Napleton (Ward, 1991). By marriage it came to John Doreward of Bocking (died 1476), speaker
of the House of Commons. His son John (died 1495) held two water mills called Pointell-mell (Tithe parcel 116) and Estford-mell. Tn 1539 Henry VIII granted the
manor and Filiols-hall to Richard Long esq. |

There were once two churches, one demolished by 1768 (dedicated to St. Mary) for the abbot and monks which stood in the field called The Park (Tithe parcel
166). The other (dedicated to St. Nicholas) for the inhabitants is still standing near the abbey remains, called the chapel of Little Coggeshall, then a barn.
Coggeshall Abbey was founded in 1142 by King Stephen and Queen Maud for the Cistercian monks. It held land in Childerditch etc (Radford, 1999). Great
and Little Coggeshall are separated by Little Bridge over the old stream which once had a mill called Tye-mill by Tye-meadow. To the south Long Bridge built by
Stephen (rebuilt in 1703) with 3 arches is over the newer course of the river which was cut to bring the river closer to the abbey (Morant, 1768).
